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1. UPCOMING EVENTS
1.1 National Schools Games

1.2 Student Leaders’ Installation

The school will be holding its Student Leaders' Installation Ceremony Live on Fri 3 Feb,
to recognise and affirm our P6 Prefects and CCA leaders of their service and
contribution to the school. Congratulations to Wong Pui Yee Cyrena, of P6
Graciousness, for being selected as our new Head Prefect! The theme for this year’s
installation ceremony is “Leadership Ignite” and it will serve as the common thread
moving forward in our next three years of Student Leadership planning, spanning
YN88-YN9O0.
