Feb 2022. Consent forms will be given to your child via the CCA teacher-in-charge. A 
separate letter will be issued to parents of P3 students about the CCA Virtual Open 
House and how students may select their preferred CCA. All students are strongly 
encouraged to take part in a CCA.

2.2 Morning Drop-off at School Drive-in 
 

Student safety is our utmost priority. We encourage all parents who drive into the 
school to follow these good practices when you drop-off your children in the morning. 

 Your child should have his/ her bags and belongings with him/her and be 
ready to alight quickly from the vehicle. 

 Your child should alight from the right side of the vehicle, if possible, so to 
minimise the need to walk across the driveway. 

 Parents should remain in their vehicle and get ready to drive off once your 
child alights safely from the vehicle. This is to minimise traffic congestion 
along Bedok North Street 3. 

 Do not overtake the vehicle/s in front of you as there might be pedestrians 
on the driveway.
