Phase 1 registration is for a Singapore Citizen (SC) or Permanent Resident (PR) child born 
between 2 Jan 2018 and 1 Jan 2019 (both dates inclusive) and has a sibling currently studying 
in our school. For the 2024 P1 Registration Exercise, parents who are registering their younger

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child under Phase 1 are to register during the Phase 1 registration period in early July 2024.  
Parents are not required to submit Phase 1 registration from April 2024. 
 
International Students are not eligible for Phase 1.  They are required to first submit an online 
indication of interest at end May/ early June 2024. More updates on the 2024 P1 Registration 
Exercise will be provided on the MOE P1 website by May 2024 If you need any clarifications, 
please email us at ynps@schools.gov.sg or call us at 64490121.
