      3.3 Temperature-taking Exercise on Wed 5 Jul  

 
Temperature-taking will be conducted for all students on Wed 5 Jul 2023.  Please check 
that your child’s thermometer is in good working condition and ensure your child brings it to 
school.  If your child has misplaced his/her thermometer, a replacement can be purchased 
from the school bookshop at $4.90 per piece.  If there is a need to replace the battery, it can 
be purchased at $1 from the school bookshop.   

 

3.4 P3 Home-Based Learning Day  

 

Project Work (PW) is a multidisciplinary learning experience that allows students to think 
creatively and critically to apply the knowledge learnt in lessons in the real-world context. 
Students will also reflect on and evaluate their work processes, learning attitudes and 
continuously work on them in order to improve. In Yu Neng, our PW takes on a blended 
approach where students employ the effective use of technology to hone their research 
skills, communicate ideas and collaborate with peers online. They would also harness the 
affordances of technology to engage an authentic audience in the presentation of their 
work confidently and motivate their audience to action in their causes.

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The scheduled Home-Based Learning (HBL) Day for P3 Project Work is on Wed 5 Jul. It 
aims to provide the opportunity and experience for students to demonstrate the necessary 
digital literacy skills and dispositions as they work towards becoming self-directed and 
independent learners. On Wed 5 Jul, Primary 3 students are expected to stay at home 
to engage in planned online and offline learning activities. Your child will also be 
provided with instructions on how to access their learning materials by his/her teachers. 
Please make home care arrangements for your child. Students enrolled in our school-
based Student Care Centre (SCC) may come in from 1.30 pm on the mentioned days. Do 
work with our Big Heart SCC directly.

3.5 P6 Learning Journey to Lee Kong Chian Natural History Museum 

As part of the Science department’s initiative to broaden the exposure to science in real life, 

the P6 students will be going on a learning journey to Lee Kong Chian Natural History 

Museum (LKCNHM) in Term 3, from Fri 7 Jul to Fri 21 Jul for a Singapore Biodiversity and 

Adaptation Workshop. This workshop aims to introduce students to Singapore’s rich 

biodiversity and the various adaptations exhibited by animals. Students will learn about 

different structural adaptations and to infer behavioural adaptations from observing features 

of a variety of animal specimens. Do look out for details in a separate circular.  

3.6 Visit by K2 students from Preschools  

 

The school will be hosting K2 students from four preschools on Fri 7 Jul. Our Primary 1 

students will be welcoming the K2 students into their classrooms and some will be buddies 

to their juniors, guiding them in the activities. Our Primary 1 ambassadors will also lead 

them in a tour around the school. 

 

3.7 Fame@YN 

 

FAME@YN is a platform for students to hone their confidence and showcase their talents. 

Interested students are encouraged to perform a dance, a song or play an instrument of 

their choice according to a stipulated theme. Starting this semester, there will be two modes 

of performances. Students can either choose to submit their performances online or perform 

during recess.

3.8 P5 National Education Show 

 

The National Education (NE) show is organized to instill the significance of our national 

identity and a sense of pride and belonging in our students.

3.10 P4 Cultural Performance Exposure Scheme (CPES) 

 
Our P4 students taking Chinese Language, will be going to Tampines East CC for the 
Cultural Performance Exposure Scheme Programme. The programme, The Monkey King 
Borrows Treasure from Dragon Palace @ Tampines East Community Centre, will take place 
on Thu 13 Jul. It aims to expose our students to Chinese language-related cultural 
performances, providing them with greater exposure and appreciation of Chinese arts and 
theatre. Students will watch a Chinese opera performance by professional teachers, learn 
about opera foundations like movements, weapons, kicking and turning. 

 

3.11 P4 Social Studies Learning Journey to Geylang Serai 

 

The Primary 4 students will be visiting Geylang Serai on Tue 18 Jul, Thu 20 Jul and Fri 21 

Jul. The objective of the visit is to enable our students to learn more about the Malay 

heritage and culture, and promote social interaction and community bonding.

3.12 Racial Harmony Day Commemoration  

 

The theme for this year’s Racial Harmony Day is Singapore: Our Multicultural Mosaic. It 

reflects how each community, while having the space to express its own identity as part of 

Singapore society, also intertwines with others to depict the unique cultural diversity that 

characterises Singapore life. As such, the school has planned activities and experiences 

from Tue 18 Jul to Fri 21 Jul. 

 

As part of the commemoration, we strongly encourage all students to come dressed in an 

ethnic attire of their choice with their school shoes to celebrate Singapore’s rich diversity of 

cultures on Fri 21 July. Students may bring a set of uniform or PE attire to change into after 

assembly.  

 

3.13 P6 Social Studies Learning Journey to the Asian Civilisations Museum 

 

The Primary 6 students will be visiting the Asian Civilisations Museum on Thu 20 Jul, Fri 

21 Jul and Tue 25 Jul. The objective of the visit is to enable our students to develop a 

deeper understanding of the different Asian civilisations and cultures, some of which they

3.14 P5 Rice Appreciation Day 

 

The rice planted by the Primary 5 students have reached the stage of harvesting and 

students would be able to taste the fruit of their labour on Rice Appreciation Day on Mon 

24 Jul. Before that day, Primary 5 students would harvest, dry, thresh and mill the rice 

grains in the first three weeks of Term 3. Students would also be sharing with Primary 5 

level students on the investigative experiments that they had carried out successfully in 

Term 2.
